1. Expression of Interest Application Process 

·  Submit Stallholder expression of interest form by Friday 27th June 2008 and attach a 

Certificate of Currency noting Fraser Coast Regional Council as the ‘interested party’. 

If successful, you will be posted a Stallholder Information Pack. 

·  Once you have received a Stallholder Information pack, please provide the appropriate fee 

payment at least two weeks prior to event date. No fee – no stall site. Cheque or money 

order payments can be posted and cash payments made in person at customer Service, 

Fraser Coast Regional Council. 

·  Fraser Coast Regional Council’s City Events Management has absolute discretion in 

allocation sites to stall applicants. 

·  Payment is not accepted until approved by Fraser Coast Regional Council Event 

Management. 

 

2. Event Site Access 

·  Stallholders will be required to bump in/out of the event site as per the timings indicated. 

·  Stallholders arriving after the bump in timing will not be permitted on-site.

·  In the event that a stallholders leads are not tested and tagged, or are out of date, an 

electrician will be brought on site at the expense of the stallholder. 

 

4. Waste Management
