‘interested party’.
If successful, you will be posted an Amusement Ride Operator Information Pack.
Once you have received an Amusement Ride Operator Information Pack, please provide the
appropriate fee payment at least two weeks prior to event date. No fee — no site. Cheque or money
order payments can be posted and cash payments made in person at Customer Service, Fraser
Coast Regional Council.
2. Event Site Access
Amusement Ride Operator’s will be required to bump in/out of the event site as per the timings
indicated.
Amusement Ride Operator’s arriving after the bump in timing will not be permitted on-site.
Amusement Ride Operator’'s may not pack down their rides before the event conclusion.
All Amusement Ride Operator’'s must be off-site by 10.00am Sunday 31 August.
Amusement Ride Operator’s approved for vehicle access will be required to have their vehicles
removed from the event site by 11.00am.
Amusement Ride Operator’s vehicles will not be permitted to remain on-site after 11.00am
without prior approval.
